After a succesful debut at 
last year's spring One Of A Kind show in Toronto, several retailers picked up the bags and she's had to recruit other stay-
at-home moms and grandmas in her neighbourhood to help her sew the totes, which contain large, nylon-backed change 
pads and makeup pouches in co-ordinating fabrics.  
 
Made from upholstery-weight cotton in several contemporary prints, Posh Mom bags are so cute they can double as a 
tote bag when baby's at home with dad.  
 
"I tried to think of all the things that I need as a mom in a diaper bag yet still have it be fashionable," says Ground, 
noting she aimed to make the bag accessible with one hand, choosing a tie closure rather than a zipper, and adding a key 
clip and a pen loop for ease of access while on the move.  
 
"You've always got a child on the other arm. And even if you're not using it as a diaper bag, you've got your shopping 
bag or a suitcase."
